New Road Safety Rules - Using Child Restraints and Booster Seats (Ettective 9th November 2009)
The New Rules
All children under seven years of age must wear a child restraint or booster seat when travelling in a car for
improved safety.
The type of restraint will depend on the age of the child as follows:
Under six months: an approved, properly fastened and adjusted, rear facing child restraint.
Between six months and under four years: an approved, properly fastened and adjusted, rear facing
child restraint OR a forward facing child restraint with in -built harness.
Between four years and under seven:  an approved, properly fastened and adjusted, forward facing child
restraint with in  -built harness OR an approved booster seat which is properly positioned and fastened.
There are also some new laws for where children can sit in vehicles.
If a car has two or more rows of seats, then children under four years must not travel in the front seat.
If all seats, other than the front seats, are being used by children under seven years, children aged
between four and six (inclusive) may travel in the front seat, provided they use an approved child restraint
or booster seat.
VicRoads also recommends that you have restraints fitted by an approved child restraint fitter.
